Revenues for BWV BIA

● Provincial/municipal grants for specific purposes (e.g. public space improvement)

● Since 2022, BWV has received $240K in grants and other public funding

● $150K Government Tourism Recovery in 2022

● $62K Mainstreet Innovation Fund in 2024

Levy

Grants

● Levies are assessed to property owners annually. These are typically passed on to 
tenants through monthly rent/CAM charges.

● The levy for a property is determined using the following formula:
